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Penalty Notices - Just to remind parents/carers that if you take your child out of for 10 sessions or more and the

‘leave of absence’ is without the authority of the head teacher, each parent is liable to receive a penalty notice for each child who is
absent. The amount payable on issue of a Penalty Notice is £60 if paid within 21 days of receipt of the notice, rising to £120 if paid
after 21 days but within 28 days. If the Penalty Notice is not paid within 28 days, the Local Authority must consider a prosecution for
failing to ensure regular school attendance under Section 444 Education Act 1996.
