Being well prepared for school:

Children are welcome to bring a small, named pencil case to school with the following items: a black pen, a pencil, a
long ruler (non-bendy) some colouring pencils and a glue stick.

As with all personal
belongings, children’s sweatshirts should be clearly labelled.
